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A bit of Morgan Hill and Rotary History

How many times when friends or family have come to visit
you for the first time have they told you they saw Morgan Hill on the
way in and it was a beautiful little mountain?
Living here for 21 years, | canbo
have heard this, EI Toro Mountain mi
Martin Murphy Sr. bought 9000 acres in 1845 known as the
Rancho Ojo de Agua de la Coche. Mr. Murphy was a leader of the
first party of pioneers to cross the Sierra Nevada range at Truckee Pass. This later became
the route for Southern Pacific Railroad. The Murphyoés eventually made
valley below El Toro Mountain.
Mr. Murphy had 7 children and ended up purchasing over 70,000 acres in the South
County area.
I n 1882, Di ana, daughter of Dani el , Martin Mt

Morgan Hill. When Daniel died, his daughter inherited 4500 acres in the original rancho
below El Toro.

Diana and Hir am decided to build a beautiful estate which they eventually named the
Villa Mira Monte which is located on Monterey Avenue in Morgan Hill. To this day it stands
and has been restored and is used for events such as weddings. Rotary played a key part in
thi s restoration. Jennifer Tate, our Major Steve Tate and fellow Rotarians wife is President of
the Historical Society which takes care and maintains the property and does tours of Villa
Mira Monte.

In 1898 Southern Pacific built a Station the railroad refer red to as Huntington, but
many visitors would request the train to stop at
hence changing the name to Morgan Hill.

In 1896 Morgan Hill had a population of 250, two Hotels, a post office, a restaurant,
some shops and many churches. By 1906 Morgan Hill was incorporated and the population
grew to 1000 by 1909.

By the 192006s Morgan Hill was known for its r
walnuts and much more.
While driving around town notice the street names. There is Diana Ave, Murphy Ave,

Morgan Ct., and also Martin Murphy Junior High School.

In 1955 Rotary Club of Morgan Hill was established.

Our Club has an amazing history. We have Al Leonetti  who joined the club in 1956
and is still a current memb er 53 years later.  Doug Downer with almost 47 years, Bob
Foster , 44 years, Roger Knopf and Dan Gregg with almost 34 years and Lee Olson , 30
years and many more with 25 plus years.

We still have past presidents in our club. They are Roger Knopf (80 -81), Bernie
Barke (87 -88), Jim Jiesel (93-94), Gary Sargenti (95 -96), Arlene Greenberg (96 -97),
David De La Cuesta (97 -98) Steve Schwab (00 -01), Steve Tate (03 -04), John Tarvin
(04 -05) Lou Mirviss (06 -07) Ken Hulick (07 -08) and Carl Reinhardt (08 -09). Arlene
Gree nberg a past president is also one of our past District Governors.

We have f ather and son Rotarians that are past and current Presidents Bob and Del
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Foster exactly 30 years apart and one of the first three women voted in to a formerly all
menodés Rot ary c BherbyQuick 1 Wa8akso have many husband and wife Rotarians.

Schindler , Jerry and Judy Pyle , David and Sandy De La Cuesta and Davlynand (the
late) John Quick .

Member Recounts Experiences in Uganda

In January, | traveled to Uganda, Africa with several
people from Oregon, Washington, California and even
Georgia. By the time we all met up over a two week
period, there were a total of 13 people.
Some Rotarians, some not, but all interested in projects
currently in place in several villages through the help of
several Rotary clubs in the
western U. S.
Even before | became a
Rotarian, | had been receiving
information about these
projects and started  doing my own browsing on the internet to see
videos and pictures. It was eye -opening and from there
my interestgrew. Our base was a AB & Bo60, a Rotarian fror
Entebbe had built in his home village in Maundo, in the Tororo
District. No running water or flushin g toilets, but very comfortable,
clean home with bedrooms, bathing areas and latrines.
Most of the villages were primarily the same, some larger, some
smaller, but all with the same needs and lifestyles. Water is a huge
problem and although boreholes or wells or protected springs have
been installed through various groups, villagers have to trek,
sometimes as far as 4 km and more, to fill jerricans for the days
use. Usually children are sent on this errand and it was amazing to
see small children lugging these filled jerricans, sometimes on top
of their small heads.
We saw how people cooked with the typical 3 roc
rocket stoves, where special handmade bricks were used for fuel. We saw where people slept
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
